Welcome to the second Early Bird Meet to be held at Alpine Aqualand located at Queenstown 
Events Centre, O’Connell Drive, Frankton. 
 
Meet Information 

♦ The Meet is in the following age group divisions 8 and under, 9&10, 11&12, 13 & 14, 15 and over. 

♦ Each age group will be scored separately 

♦ Points will be awarded on a 14 – 10 – 8 – 6 – 4 – 2 basis in each age group/gender for each individual 
event. 

♦ The scoring will be based on a maximum of 7 events for a swimmer.  

♦ There is no limit to team size 

♦ Heats will be seeded on entry times 

♦ Entries with no times will be swum in the slowest heat(s)  

♦ Age is as at Saturday 10th October 2009. 

♦ Swimmers can swim up to 7 events.  Of the 7 events the maximum for the 200m races is two and the 
maximum for the 400m is one.  

♦ If there are too many entries for the time allowed for the meet the number of heats in the 400m races 
may be limited.  Should this happen swimmers will be advised prior to the meet. 

♦ Over the top starts will be used. 

♦ Events will be swum under Swimming New Zealand Rules. 

♦ Pool length is 25m. 

♦ Prizes will be provided.  Ribbons for first, second and third placing for female and male of each age 
group for each event will be given 

♦ Prize money will be awarded to the top three Clubs based on points.  First Club $300,  Second Club  
$200 and Third Club $100   

  
Warm-Up and Start Time 
♦ Warm up will be from 8.30am to 9.25am.  Clubs will be notified of their allotted time.   
♦ Start time 9.30am.

♦ There will be a one hour break between the morning and afternoon sessions. A barbecue will be
